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Worship Commission Meeting October 21, 2013
 
Attendance:  Fr. David Mowry, Tom Kaiser, Mary Pat Vanderlaan, Jim Viola, Dave McCaffrey, George Loss, Peg Cello, Mary Ann Rafferty, Lucy Milar, Maria Wilbert.

We prayed a special prayer for Charlotte Blain who died over the weekend.  We remembered her for her excellent service on the Commission, as a Minister, in the parish and to her patients.

We welcomed a new member, Maria Wilbert to the Commission.

Faith Sharing: We read Luke 12:39-48 and Psalm 124.  We spoke mainly about “…for at an hour you do not expect, the Son of Man will come…”

Minutes from September were approved.

Parish Council report- No report.                               

IC Fest- We discussed the information collected and documented in September minutes and via emails and discussions on how to do even better and to document our observations and recommendations.  An additional suggestion is to involve the Audio Visual staff from the school.  We should not use any children for servers, lectors, etc. unless they are trained.  Maria will take a look at all the comments, minutes, etc. and present a holistic summary at November meeting.

New Church – Opening of Church went great in spite of the quick turn of events.  Dave gets super kudos for his work and leadership on getting the volunteer system up and running and implemented successfully!  Thanks to Maria too, and to Peg for flexibility with lasts minute changes.  It was a good idea to have “shift captains”.  The booklet will be revised and will be distributed at the Dedication of the Altar Mass which is on November 3 at 11:30, and posted on the web page.  Turnout was great.  We discussed whether we had marketed to the RE parents and the other groups e.g. Catechists, etc.  There was a question as to the capacity of Church and fire code.  We need to ask Jeff. 
Regarding the Mass and the Dedication of the Altar at 11:30 on November 3, 2013, Peg spoke to Father Tom.  He is taking the lead on choosing the ministers and servers and is/will be in contact with Maria.  Need names soon because the schedule for November/December is overdue, and those selected will need to have subs for other Masses, etc.  There will be 2 Priests, a Deacon and the Bishop.  Father David will talk to Father Tom to get list to Maria ASAP.

Ministry Training: We decided to proceed with scheduling training for Extraordinary Eucharistic Ministers and Lectors together on November 9, 10:00 AM in Chapel; November 14, 7:00 in Church and November 16 at 10:00 in Church.  Dave agreed to work with Maria to develop bulletin articles for November 2/3 and 9/10; and to draft an announcement for October 24 to be read at 5:15 Mass where we are targeting the Visitation Ministers. Dave and Maria will set up a table for the October 24 5:15 Mass to try to recruit the Visitation folks.  They will also draft up and propose to Visitation’s bulletin manager an article for Vis’ bulletin and a Mass announcement – being careful not to appear to be nabbing their ministers away – but rather using this as an invitation for those who attend the 5:15 Mass to take training – and that it is an ideal opportunity for them to become aware and build community for the 5:15 Mass.  This as a chance to exercise their ministry at the IC 5:15 Mass. They will also do an article for the November newsletter. 

Regarding the Lector Workbooks, they are ready.  Tom will send a notice to the Lectors to invite them to the training where they can retrieve their workbooks, and Dave will add that information to the bulletin article.

Regarding the Usher recruitment, Father David spoke to Josephine and he has the list of Confirmandees and he will send out an invitation to them as soon as he can.

Regarding Altar servers, about 58 of 80 families associated with our 7/8 grade servers are not active as Ministers.  Thus we will work to increase their opportunities by outreaching.  Father David and Regina Hughs will be training the 6th graders in December and we will also be inviting their parents to be part of this mission.

Year of Faith - For November our activity is the dedication by Bishop Siegel of the new Altar.  Father will do a procession moving the Blessed Sacrament to the new Tabernacle – Last month it was suggested that we also do Eucharistic Adoration, and we agreed that would be marvelous.  We recommended November 20 from 7-9:00 PM in the Church.  The evening would include:  Eucharistic Adoration/Exposition; Prayer of the Divine Mercy Chaplet; Benediction and Evening Prayer (a part of the Liturgy of the Hours).  Father will take care of ensuring that we have handouts as needed.  This Prayer Service and Eucharistic Adoration will close out the Year of Faith. 

The parish is going ahead with a Marian theme for next year.  Mary Pat and Tom mentioned that St. Domatillos parish contacted us and Visitation inviting us to go in with them to sponsor the screening of the new Ignatius Press movie “Mary of Nazareth” on December 8 at 7:00 PM and to split the cost of $500 between the three parishes – each parish would get 50 tickets.  There was some concern since the feast day of the Immaculate Conception this year falls on a Sunday, so the feast is celebrated on December 9 – Advent takes precedence.  Father David agreed to run this past Father Tom. We thought we could recoup the funds at about $3.50 per ticket.  We discussed further whether this is really more of a matter for the Formation Commission, Adult Faith Committee and we recommended that it go to the AFF (on which Mary Pat is a member and she will continue to follow up on this with Anne Hohbein).

Stewardship- Donna Campbell wants to pull together articles about the Sacristans – what they do, and why.  Father David is very appreciative of their work as it makes all the difference to have things ready for the Priest and he agreed to talk to Donna to add to the article.

Miscellaneous – We can have high school EMs but we should manage the process of finishing the Precious Blood by an adult or have the high schoolers distribute the host, to avoid the Priest having to consume excessive amounts of the leftover Precious Blood.
